Current

5. All market goats must be “slick shorn” above the knee and hock.

· Proposed

5. - All market goats must be “slick shorn” above the knee and hock to a length not to exceed .4 (four tenths or 10mm) inch of hair. 

Current

14. All breeding does must weigh a minimum of 50 pounds. All breeds and crossbreds are combined. Does will be broken into classes by weight with lightest weight animals showing first. Does may be older than 1 year old. Does in this class may be slick shorn or fitted.

Proposed

14. All breeding does must weigh a minimum of 50 pounds. All breeds and crossbreds are combined. Does will be broken into two categories by teeth. Those with milk teeth will be shown in class 14 and are eligible for Tri State Royal and State Fair. Those with 2 or more adult teeth will be shown in class 15. Does in classes 14 and 15 will be broken into classes by weight. Does in both classes 14 and 15 may be slick shorn or fitted. Top 5 overall does will be chosen from class 14 only. 

** Add Class 15 – Does that have 2 or more adult teeth. **Not eligible for Tri-State Royal or State Fair
